4. Matters arising 

4.1. Walks and footpaths working group
JR, LC and LH met with Drew Moyes and David Gray. The intention of the Carrick Way group is that Barrhill should be part of the circular route. The working group proposes to establish a net work of paths which could link with the Carrick Way.

4.2. Contact with the windfarm developers.

Nick Larkin who is acting as an advisor to the joint CC meetings, concerning community benefit, is seeking funding from the developers to finance advice and the formation of a joint CC company.

FC and JOP explained that many of the objectives in our Community Action Plan would not be considered as charitable and we would not be able do these if we were to form a company with charitable status. Being a charity does however have financial advantages concerning rates, tax and VAT. The advantages of a Community Interest Company which is a Private Company, limited by guarantee were outlined. It is a not for profit company, which can be quickly and easily formed.

After much discussion, CS proposed that we  should form a Community Interest Company, this was seconded by LH – all were in agreement.
